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THE INCARNATION STORY OF MAYOORESHWARA IN TRETAYUGA

In Tretayuga a demon named Sindhu Rakshasa observed penance on the
Sun God, pleased him and acquired boons. With the power of them and evil attitude
he started torturing people and became a big tormentor. Unable to bear his
harassment, the semi-gods (Devathas) prayed Lord Ganesha, the supreme
almighty for rescue. Lord Ganesha was pleased by their prayers and assured of
destroying him. Immediately he incarnated in a form having six hands with pasha
(arope), ankusha ( a goad-small dagger like), parashu ( a battle axe), kamala (lotus
flower), abhaya mudre ( a palm symbol of assurance), varada hasta ( a palm symbol
of benefaction), three eyes, and body in shining white color. He also came on a
peacock (mayoora) vehicle. Finally he fought a war with Sindhu Rakshasa- the evil
demon and slained (killed) him. From then onwards he appeared in shining
vermillion red color (sindhoora varna).

Thus the Lord Ganehsa was famous by the name 'Mayooreshwara' during
Tretayuga.
